Geography Place Knowledge/Field work and

History The Roman Empire and its impact on

We will be finding out about Ancient

the local Iceni tribe. A brief look at 

Boadicea.  

A study of British history beyond 1066 

We will be finding out about the historical 

period of the Tudors and the impact that the 

Tudors had on modern life today.

A study of British history beyond 

1066/social and local history 

We will be finding out about how 

people’s rights have evolved in 

modern history, focusing particularly 

on the LGBTQ+ community. Focus on 

Princess Catherine and what life was 

like for her compared to a modern 

gay woman.
